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EXAMINATION OF ANTIMICROBIAL ACTIVITY

OF THE PREPARATION CAMELYN

Method: the antimicrobial activity in vitro is determined on the stable medium. In the Petri dish was poured 2% LB agar. Beforehand on the controlled dish surface is applied 1 ml (initial concentration) of the preparation Camelyn, the investigated strain, on which the antimicrobial activity of the preparation should be examined, is titrated up to 109 degree. 0,1 ml quantity of each dilution of the microbial emulsion is applied on the clean LB soil dishes, as well as on the dishes with the preparation Camelyn. Both (tested and controlled) dishes are placed at 37º C during 18 hours. Next day quantity of microbial colonies is calculated. Under the above method, we have investigated the antimicrobial activity of the preparation Camelyn on the strains isolated in the clinics of different profiles during purulent and enteric infections.
