Dear Mr. Gongadze,

On the basis of your request we have carried out clinical investigations of the preparation Camelyn at our institution.

52 patients were investigated, (amongst male 17, female 35, from 20 to 88 years age) different genesis chronic, non-inflammatory polyneuropathies (metabolic, toxic, paraneoplastic).
Complaints mainly were pains in extremities, numbness in distal segments of extremities, degradation of sensibility, weakness.
Objective data were represented by different degree of motor dysfunction, degradation of sensibility, polyneurotic type, degradation bone-ligaments reflex.
The above patients were given the preparation Camelyn as an additional therapy together with preparation supplied by evidence-based medical principles.

Duration of the treatment made one month.

As a result of treatment the absolute majority of patients felt better (reduction of pain phenomenon, reduction of numbness).
Together with objective data in number of cases insignificant improvement of the motor function was observed.

Excellent results, meaning improvement of subjective data and life quality, was observed in 14% of patients.

Satisfactory results, reflected in subjective improvement was marked in 75% of patients.

In the other patients (11%) condition practically did not change.

In none of cases was fixed a significant side effect.
Thus, the preparation Camelyn is safe and it may be applied as an additional therapy to basic treatment against chronic, non-inflammatory polyneuropathies.
