Dear Mr. Gongadze,

On the basis of your request we have carried out clinical investigations of the preparation Camelyn at our institution.

29 patients were investigated (amongst male – 13, female 16, from 22 to 87 years age) of different genesis kerato-conjunctivitis, uveitis, corneal abscess and corneal ulcer.
Patients mainly had the following complaints: pain of eyes, lacrimation, photophobia, deterioration of vision. Objective data mainly were presented by various degree deterioration of vision, pericorneal injection, corneal infiltrate, suppuration in anterior chamber, irregular form of sclera, lenticular opacity, etc.
To the tested patients the preparation Camelun was given as an additional therapeutic agent, together with the preparations supplied by evidence-based medical principles.
Duration of treatment one average made 21 days. As a result of treatment condition of the patients improved. Positive dynamics of subjective complaints, as well as objective data, was noted.
In 11 cases we had excellent results of treatment (37,9%). good results in 10 cases (34,5%), satisfactory results in 8 cases (27,5%).
There were no complications or side effects.

Proceeding from the mentioned, we may conclude that the preparation Camelyn may be applied as an effective additional therapeutic agent to the basic treatment against different kerato-conjunctivitis and uveitis.
