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CONCLUSION

On Clinical Evaluation of Therapeutic Agent "Camelyn M-3(Ointment)"
At the clinic of International Fund of Adoption and Development of Vascular Technologies from June 5 to December 5, 2004, on the basis of request No 20-03/185 by the Pharmaceutical Committee of Georgia, clinical evaluation of the therapeutic agent "Camelyn M-3 (ointment)" was performed.
In clinical investigations took part 52 patients with the diagnosis of skin and soft tissues purulent and unhealed wounds during the long time. Their age varied from 29 to 81 years (average age 55 years). Male 26, female – 26.
According to the clinical diagnosis division of the patients was as follows"

1. Postthrombophlebitic syndrome, trophic ulcer – 11

2. Varicose disease, trophic ulcer – 19

3. Chronic ischemia of inferior limbs, ischemic ulcer – 9
4. Chronic ischemia of inferior limbs, unhealed wound – 6

5. Spread infected (gunshot) wound – 7
Initial investigations of the patients comprised study of the subjective complaints and objective clinical finding, instrumental diagnosis for evaluation of anatomic (duplexsonography) and functional (photoplethysmography) condition, evaluation of defect healing and epithelization rate was carried out by systematic method.
The patients took preparation during 45 days according to the rule referred to in the annotation: after treatment with antiseptic solution and mechanical of the infected focus, on the surface of the focus or wound "Camelyn M-3 (ointment)" is applied a sterile layer, on which a sterile liner is applied and wrapped up with bandage. Duration of the bandage was 24 hours.

After the course of treatment 33 patients evaluated their condition as "excellent", 12 patients – as "good", 5 patients – "satisfactory".

Objectively in each case reduction of exudation from the focus, granulation tissue activation was noted as compared with the control group. Period of exudation termination on average was reduced by 46%, and defect healing and epithelziation process was accelerated by 27%.
In one patient in two days from taking the preparation local reaction was observed, expressed in pain, hyperemia. Applications of the preparation was stopped. By following examination a reason was not determined. No allergic action on the component of preparation was noted. During the period of monitoring one patient died – diagnosis: disturbance of blood circulation in brain, ischemic stroke.
Conclusion: The therapeutic agent "Camelyn M-3 (ointment)" is an effective preparation prepared on natural ingredients for treatment of skin and soft tissues purulent and unhealed for a long time wounds and it may be recommended for state registration.
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
